
statement of the owner that no surface improvements have been added to the premises since 
the date of the map was made. 

File fifteen (15) copies of all documents with the Building Depart ment. A filling fee of fifty 
dollars ($50.00) for resident ial and seventy-five dollars ($ 75.00) for all others; plus all 
consulting and engineering fees incurred by the Village . 

Administrative review: Applications are checked for clarity, completeness and determination 
will be made whether other boards or agencies wil l be involved . Applications affect ing land 
lying within five hundred feet of a municipal boundary line or state or cou nt y highway or right­
of-way must be referred to the Monroe County Department of Planning for comment, pursuant 
to state law. The Zoning Board may take no final action until thirty days have elapsed from 
the date of the reference, or the l"1onroe County Department of Planning makes it 
recommendation, whichever is first. 

Some projects will eventually require direct act ion by both the Planni ng and the Zoning 
Boards; that is, variance relief may be only one of several kinds of mu nicipal perm its or 
approvals required, such as Site Plan or Subdivision Approvals. In these cases, in general, if 
you are seeking an area variance, you should go to the Planning Board for site plan approval. 

If site plan approval is requi red, obtain action on request for preliminary site plan approval 
from the Planning Board prior to variance applicat ion. I f sub division is required, obtain final 
subdivision approval from the Planning Board prior to variance appl icat ion. 

If neither site plan nor subdivision approval will be required for your project, th e Building 
Department should accept your application for a variance for immediate processing. If site 
plan approval is required, the BUilding Department will accept an application for a related 
variance, but the public hearing before the Zoning Board will be delayed unti l the Planning 
Board has acted. 

SPECIAL USE PERMIT 

Apply dire ctly to the Zoning Board . The Zoning Board, in issuing a speci al use perm it, m ay 
requ ire successful compl etion of site plan approval as a condition to the special use permit. 

A Public Hearing before the Zoning Board is you r opportunity to present your case. You will 
want t o sat isfy each of the legal requirements, which must be met before a variance may be 
grant ed. The Public Hearing is also an opportunity for other interested persons to appear and 
speak for or against your application. You should be prepared to answer questions fr om the 
Zon ing Board as well as fro m others in attendance. The Zoning Board has Sixty-two days 
following the Public Hearing in which to reach a decision. In most cases, however, action is 
ta ken the same evening. Zoning Board meetings are open to the public and you are we lcome 
to remain and listen to Board del iberations or you may call the Building Department the 
following day to learn what act ion was taken on your matter. 



After a decision : 

If your variance request is granted, proceed to obtain necessary permits. (Se e Quick 
Reference List) 

If your request is denied, and if you feel that the Board's decision was not fai r ly 
supported by the evidence before it, consider court review pursuant to Art icle 78 of 
the Civ il Practice Law and Rules.

7.	 SWIMMING POOL, SPA OR HOT TUB PERMIT REQUIRED: Any swim ming pool, 
spa or hot t ub installed 

8.	 SIGN PERMIT REQUIRED: Any sign erected
